Longfield 

Longfield supports people through one of the most difficult times of their lives.  At Longfield we believe that every person is an individual and should be treated accordingly. Our aim is to help people maintain their dignity and maximise their quality of life.   

All of the services provided by Longfield are free of charge.  An average of 90 per cent of our funding each year comes from our shops, fundraising & marketing events and activities.

Longfield currently employs approximately 100 staff and is supported by approximately 600 volunteers across a range of settings and departments each year. 

We provide care for adult patients and their families/carers using a holistic approach to care. This means caring for the physical, psychological, social and spiritual needs of patients and carers. Services are delivered every day of the week, including night time care where appropriate.

We work collaboratively with other professionals, organisations and communities including those from the NHS, Social Care, independent, voluntary and charitable sectors.

Wellbeing Centre
We provide a range of free services to adults in Gloucestershire with life-limiting illnesses, their carers and families, to help them live well with their illness and to support people who have been bereaved.

Some people mistakenly think that hospice services are only available at end of life, however we support people from their diagnosis of a life-limiting illness, through periods where their condition progresses, then later, if requested, then our hospice at home team may be involved in end-of-life care.
Hospice at Home Service

Hospice at Home is a 24hr service provided by qualified nurses and healthcare assistants who work in conjunction with GP’s and Community nursing teams. 
· Patients are referred from healthcare professionals only (phone or fax).
· The team facilitates palliative & end of life care at home.
· It enables patient choice about where they would like to be cared for.
· It can provide respite for carers.
· We can assist with hospital discharge & can help prevent unplanned hospital admissions.
· We can support through times of crisis.   
· Hospice at Home provides practical nursing care, day & night, 365 days of the year. 

Hosted Services
Lonfield hosts and works closely with a range of specialist out-patient services and clinics including: 

· Palliative Care Consultant Clinic

· Lymphoedema Clinics 

· Heart Failure Clinic
· Pulmonary Rehab Group

Education is at the heart of Longfield's mission to maximise the quality of life for those people and their families in Gloucestershire living with life-limiting illnesses.

We achieve this by supporting and training staff and volunteers in a wide range of subjects including mandatory training. 

The Education Department also provides a range palliative and end of life care education for other health and social care staff and volunteers who work in a range of settings in Gloucestershire. As a specialist palliative care provider, our mission is to maximise the quality of life for those people in Gloucestershire - patients & families - living with cancer and other long-term conditions and life limiting illnesses
Our key messages
Who we are – Longfield is a local charity based in Gloucestershire providing specialist palliative care 7 days a week, 365 days a year.

What we do – We offer a wide range of services which provide care for people living with or affected by a life-limiting illness.
How we deliver it – As an independent charity, we need £3.7 million to deliver our planned services; however, they are free of charge to all the people who use them.

How we do it – Our services support patients, families and carers from the point of diagnosis onwards. This includes wellbeing services, counselling, education and a range of outpatient services. Care at end of life is provided by our Hospice at Home service and continues after death through our bereavement support programme.

Where we want to go – Our future is driven by the needs of the people we support – Longfield will continue to develop and deliver a full range of services tailored to local need.

 

Patient catchment area
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Directions to Longfield
From the M5:

Exit the M5 at junction 13 and join the A419 towards Stroud.  Follow the A419 until you reach Horsetrough roundabout (Wycliffe School on the left.  Take the 3rd exit for Stroud and continue straight along Ebley Bypass until the next roundabout.  Turn left.  At the next roundabout take the third exit onto the A46 (Dudbridge Hill). Stay in left hand lane up to 2nd traffic lights (B&Q on right).  Turn right onto the A46 (Bath Road).  Approx. 1 mile later, just past the Old Fleece pub, turn left on to Bear Hill. At the T-junction (Bear   Hotel) turn right.  After 1.5 miles turn left on to Burleigh Lane. Longfield is on the right.

From Cirencester:
Leave Cirencester on the A419 towards Stroud.  Turn left onto Cirencester Road (signposted for Cotswold Gliding Club).  After approx. 2.75 miles turn right onto Burleigh Lane.  Longfield is on the right.

From Gloucester/Cheltenham:

Follow the A46 Southbound towards Stroud. Follow the A46 over 4 roundabouts and then bear left onto Rodborough Hill. Continue straight onto the Common until the next T junction.  Turn right and carry straight on for approx. 1.5 miles, passing X roads (Tom Longs Post) and then turn left onto Burleigh  Lane. Longfield is on the right.
